Curling with the wand attachments

Creating volume with the round brush attachment

1. Take a section of hair and place the ends over the barrel of the brush. Rotate the styler
inwards towards your roots, allowing the hair to wrap around the barrel of the brush.

2. Wait 10-20 seconds for your curl to form.

3. Torelease, unwind your hair for the brush by rotating the styler down towards the ends.

4. Repeat this around the head to create as many curls as desired

Mermaid waves with the waver attachment

1. Take a section of hair and place it between the barrels at the point where you want the
wave to start.

2. Clamp the section of hair by closing the barrels together and hold in place for 5-8
seconds

3. Open the barrel and move your waver down the section of hair, positioning it where you
want the next wave to start.

4. Repeat this around the head to create as many waves as desired.

STORAGE, CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE
